Armenia: Resource Analysis

The Republic of Armenia is a country situated in the South
Caucasus region. It is bordered by Georgia, Iran, Turkey and
Azerbaijan. Armenia is a parliamentary- presidential republic.
The country's capital city is Yerevan which has a population of
1,200,000, with the country's total population being 3,345,000.

State assignment for projects: no data

State financing to projects: no data

Local resources: no data

International resources: USAID Armenia does not allocate
specific funds for HIV epidemic response in the country.
Different organizations within the UN system do provide support
to HIV prevention programs.

Donor Organizations:

1. In framework of GFATM (the Global Fund to Fights
HIV/AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria) programs, certain NGOs
in Armenia have financial resources for MSM-targeted projects:
the GFATM component (Round 2, 2003-2009)/ Phase RCC 1
(January 2010-December 2011) provisions activities to prevent
HIV/AIDS transmission among high-risk groups, including
MSM. The current grant is around US$6 million;

2. COC Nederland: HIV/AIDS prevention services, advo-
cacy and capacity building (US$30,000 in 2009-2010);
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3. amfAR: HIV/AIDS prevention services, advocacy and
capacity building (US$19,500 in 2011-2012) ;

4. Other international donor organizations such as the
Norwegian government (US$11,645 for LGBT human rights
program in 2008-2009 )

Azerbaijan: Resource Analysis

The republic of Azerbaijan is situated in the South Caucasus
region. It is bordered with Armenia, Georgia, the Russian
Federation, Iran and Turkey and is washed by the waters of the
Caspian Sea. Azerbaijan is a parliamentary-presidential republic.
The country's capital city is Baku which has a population of
2,246,000 people, with the country's total population being
9,000,000.

State assignment for projects: In 2007, the Health Ministry's
allocations to the HIV/AIDS programs reached 1,320,000 Azeri
manats (including specific budget funds for the procurement of
systems to test HIV and opportunistic infections, medicines to
cure opportunistic infections and support therapy for PLHIV, as
well as administrative expenses). According to the country report
(UNGASS 2010), overall expenditures on HIV prevention
totaled US$4,145,046.18, with international funding amounting
to US$ 1mln 916,604.11. No data is available on HIV/AIDS pre-
vention programs targeting at MSM. According to experts, there
no data is available on the state support for MSM-targeted pro-
grams.

State financing to projects: no data

Local resources: no data
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International resources: USAID Azerbaijan does not allo-
cate specific funds to respond HIV epidemic in the country.
Different organizations within the UN system do provide finan-
cial assistance to HIV prevention programs targeting at migrants
and military servants only. No funds are allocated for MSM-tar-
geted programs.

Donor organizations: In 2007, within the GF project grant
(Round 4), Azerbaijan received US$2,109,338, with
US$1,187,970 being allocated for prevention programs. As of
2009, the Global Fund (a Round 4 grant) allotted US$2,532,785
to Azerbaijan (US$1,482,128 in 2008 and US$1,050,657 in
2009), with US$1,094,997 being allocated for prevention pro-
grams.

The following donor organizations work in the country:

1. COC Nederland -PRECIS Project (2007-2010): the organ-
ization allocated €372,898 to Azerbaijan. Besides, the country
received €75,950 to conduct HIV/AIDS behavioral survey
among MSM communities in Baku;

2. amfAR: "Raising awareness on safer sexual relations and
HIV/AIDS/STI prevention", Baku, Azerbaijan - US$15,000;

3. ILGA-Europe: Human Rights Violations Documentation
Fund - €5,000;

Georgia: Resource Analysis

The Republic of Georgia is a country situated in the South
Caucasus region. It is bordered with Armenia, Azerbaijan, the
Russian Federation, Turkey and is washed by the waters of the
Black Sea. Georgia is a parliamentary-presidential republic. The
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country's capital city is Tbilisi which has a population of
1,480,000, with the total population being 4,990,000 people. 

State assignment for projects: no data

Local resources: no data

International resources: USAID Georgia allocates resources
for HIV/AIDS prevention among MSM. Different organizations
within the UN system do provide support to HIV/AIDS preven-
tion programs among MSM, military servants. 

Donor organizations: Georgia is a recipient of the GF
Round 10. The Round 10 grant is the continuation of the previ-
ous round 2 and 6 grants, as well as RCC until December 2012
which is called Single Stream Funding (SFF). The financing
totals US$26,146,967. Activities within the framework of the
SFF grant aim at increasing intervention in the field of HIV pre-
vention and knowledge among MSM to reduce high-risk sexual
behavior in the target group, as well as ensure access to HIV
treatment and prevention services among this vulnerable group. 

According to the National Report of the Republic of Georgia
on the implementation of the Declaration on Commitment to
Combat HIV/AIDS in 2010 (UNGASS), annual expenditures on
the target programs for MSM in Georgia amounted to:
US$242,470 in 2006; US$305,270 in 2007; US$273,960 in
2008.

The South Caucasus MSM / WSW / TG targeted Civil
Society

The first organization in the South Caucasus countries work-
ing with above mentioned target groups is Georgian
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"Tanatgoma" organization. The organization is established in
2000 and since now actively working on HIV/AIDS prevention
and cross cutting issues. "Tanatgoma" is the only organization in
Georgia targeting MSM / TG groups in their work. For more

Armenian "We For Civil Equality" NGO (WFCE) is the first
LGBTQ organization in the South Caucasus being established in
2006. One of the main strategic goals of WFCE is the prevention
of HIV/AIDS among MSM/ WSW and TG. For more informa-
tion, please visit: www.wfce.am / www.msm.am.

Azerbaijani "Gender and Development" NGO is established
in 2007 and currently is the only organization actively working
on HIV/AIDS prevention among MSM / TG in Baku and in other
big cities.

International Donor Resources in the South Caucasus

Thus, all the three countries in the South Caucasus work with
a number of international donor organizations that support
HIV/AIDS prevention and treatment projects. GFATM is one of
the major donors providing sustainable assistance to projects tar-
geting at MSM/TG. Alongside with GFATM, other donor organ-
izations work in the region, supporting small-to-large-scale
MSM/TG projects in the past years. For example, COC
Nederland, between 2006 and 2010, carried out the PRECIS
Project in the three countries of the South Caucasus, allocating
resources for HIV/AIDS prevention among LGBT. Another key
donor in the region is amfAR which, provided assistance in three
fields starting from 2009: Direct services, Target intervention
and Research. The first amfAR project in the South Caucasus
was launched in Azerbaijan in 2009. This project was targeted at
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direct services. In 2010 and 2011, amfAR financed two different
projects focusing on direct services and target intervention in
Armenia. Besides, in 2011, amfAR supported a regional project
targeting at direct intervention and helped conduct the first South
Caucasus Conference on HIV/AIDS Issues among MSM/TG. 

Other donor organizations support HIV/AIDS prevention
projects only in one country in the South Caucasus. For example,
USAID is working actively only in Georgia. Finally, AIDS
Foundation East-West, which supports this project and the pub-
lication of this booklet, works in the region. 

There are other donors in the South Caucasus which provide
indirect assistance to HIV/AIDS prevention projects by support-
ing LGBTQ initiatives that more or less include the HIV/AIDS
component. For example, ILGA-Europe (the Human Rights
Violations Documentation Fund) has provided €2,000 to
Armenia and €5,000 to Azerbaijan. DIE has allotted €6,000 and
the the Norwegian Foreign Ministry has provided US$11,000 to
Armenia. 
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
